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January 25, 2012 – Rochester, NY – The Rochester Eye & Tissue Bank has awarded a grant totaling $20,000 to a University of Rochester Medical Center researcher, Collynn F. Woeller, Ph.D., for his research project, A new approach to prevent tissue scarring.  The period of funding is for January 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012.

Woeller’s project seeks to better understand the development of cells that are responsible for tissue scarring and to develop a therapy to prevent scarring associated with corneal injury and in other tissue and organ transplants.  

These grants continue a program begun in 1954 through which more than $1 million has been awarded to investigators conducting transplantation and vision-related research.  Founded in 1952, the RETB serves the Western, Central, Finger Lakes and Northern NY regions, as well as North Central PA. 
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
